If you have not realized it yet, let me tell you that your Rector is a bit of a contrarian. It probably comes fro
being raised in Oklahoma where | was a minority in many, many senses. As a result, when many people a
on a certain route of action, | am likely to instinctually disagree. And actually, | believe that my contrarian-isr
is one of my better assets. It is helpful to not fall prey to group think or mob mentalities. Which brings me
my Lenten Rector’s Letter. | want to confess that for a few years, | have not seen the value of Lent.

If you did not know, Lent really began because people were gathering in Jerusalem, and with the Eas
celebration approaching, everyone engaged in a bit of ye olde debauchery. Bottom line: there was drunken
galore. And in an effort to curb such heedlessness, the “good ole boys” at the church came up with Lent. T
removed the “alleluia’s” from services. They moved all of the parties to before Lent (hence, Mardi Gras). Thi
made up minor-keyed hymns, and voila, Lent was born.

Personally, | have not always seen the need to delay the party. After all, debauchery before Easter does
seem to be our problem, AND more importantly, Easter has already historically happened. Jesus alre.
confronted the world with his love. Even when his followers betrayed him and the Romans killed him, Jes
loved them. Jesus met every problem with love and forgiveness. And so, the joy of Easter is here and rem:
We trust that God is not so interested in smiting. God is just like Jesus, and Jesus’ love and forgiveness are
power of God.

But Lent is fast approaching. And even though | am a contrarian, | do want to use something of our traditio
even if | want to see it in a new, different light. This Lent, | do not so much want to curtail the party. | do nc
want to stop the festivities, as much as | want to prepare for them. Lent is not so much about giving somett
up as it is about preparing for the feast. To do this, | contrarily invoke a seasonally incorrect literary referent
“A Christmas Carol” by Charles Dickens. We are all mostly familiar with Dickens’ tale about Ebeneze
Scrooge, whose heart grows and blossoms under the tutelage of Marley’s three ghosts. We see poor Scr
confront his past, present, and his actuarially adjusted future. And in the end, we see Scrooge embi
Christmas. He buys the Cratchett’s that famed Turkey. And he supports Tiny Tim, enabling him to live. In t
end, we are left with feelings of love and charity and the Christmas Spirit.

Are we sure this isn't really an Easter story? Perhaps, it would do us all well to allow ourselves in the next fo
days to be visited by the ghosts of past, present, and yet to come. Perhaps we should look at the trajecto
our lives. Perhaps we should meet that past, present and yet to come with the love of Christ. BUT, let’s dc
unlike Scrooge. Let us not examine ourselves because we are afraid. After all, Easter is already here.
know that Godnly loves and forgives us. Instead, let us examine ourselves out of love for ourselves and othe
and God. Let us do so because we trust that the end of the story is always new life i '
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We do not engage in Lent, hoping that God will forgive us our sins. We look at our sins, we examine o
ghosts, because we trust that God has already forgiven us. In other words, we need not be afraid of tl
ghosts. And because of that, we can prepare to buy the biggest Turkey. We prepare to celebrate, and we
that no matter what we find in our past and present, we get to determine our future based on the love of God.

expenditures) we ended the year in the situation
where we no longer had sufficient operating
revenues to cover expenses without dipping into our
reserves, as was necessary in 2007. The Vestry
decided to use Memorial Funds to fund the
shortfall, and spent $3,319.25 of Memorial Fund
monies to fund 2008 operations. This eliminated
the operating deficit, and resulted in the revenues

offered during 2009. Each employee experienced a
cut in hours or salary, including Father Brad. With
cuts in salaries, hours, and programs, as well as the
use of another $5,000 from the Memorial Fund for
operations, we were finally able to present to Vestry
a balanced budget for 2009, with pledges
anticipated at $130,000. As of the Annual Meeting,
however, pledges were less than $120,000, meaning

Of more concern, however, is the current outlook
for 2009. When we prepared the 2009 operating
budget in December of 2008, we used as a starting
point actual operating results for 2008. This led to
our assumption of only $130,000 in pledges for
2009 (as compared to $146,000 in the 2008
budget). Based upon that pledge number, we still

$10,000 above and beyond the revenues contained
in the budget, or cut another $10,000 of salaries,
hours, programs and services. In the meantime, we
will be faced with many challenges as we attempt to
operate the church we love with less financial
resources than it takes to keep our employees
