The Rev. Deacon Keith McKenna
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Rector’s Letter, May 2008

At its March meeting, the St. Augustine’s Vestry adopted a new Mission Statement. It is:

We at St. Augustine’s Episcopal Church joyfully embrace this mission:
to celebrate the love of God by ministering to those in need;
stewarding the earth; supporting one another; studying, praying,
and laughing together; and practicing the liturgy of the
Episcopal tradition. We warmly welcome all those of every
background and orientation who wish to worship God in our
company and join in our efforts to live out Christ's example in
our own lives.

And in this month’s newsletter, | want to describe my thoughts about our mission! First, | might explain the
rationale. As | imagine we are all aware, mission statements are often the result of little effort, used for a brief wh
and then discarded. | wanted something different. The idea of having one came from our discernment committee
which studied our service schedules. During that committee’s work, we began to see a need to define ourselves
explicitly state what we believe our mission to be. Then, last year, as we faced a deficit in pledges and had to ma
financial cuts, we wanted to make sure that we were not cutting into our mission. Hence, the vestry decided to
define that mission, and we spent a Saturday in February and time at subsequent meetings to arrive at this staten

As for its parts, | want to comment on a few things. First, we hope to perform any mission we have with joy (or
should | say JOY!). This is something we at St. A’s already do w&l#condly, everything we mention as part of

our mission resides under the umbrella of celebrating the love of God. As part of that celebration of love and joy,
we do very specific things: we help others, the earth, and one another. And we study (I hope), pray, and laugh, a:
family should. When I interviewed here, one of my favorite lines in the parish profile was that St. A’'s sought a
Rector with a “grounding sense of humor.” It really endeared me to St. A’s. A sense of humor is witty and fun, bu
one that balances out our egos and helps soothe wounds is even better! I’'m not sure that | have such a sense of
humor, but it is our aim to embrace our mission with joy, levity, and jokes!

In our discussions, many wondered whether we really steward the earth. Frankly, I'm not sure. We do buy fair
trade, organic coffee for coffee hour, and we attempt to use reusable mugs. And we no longeBaifinnter.

But mostly, we are not as “green” as we hope to be, and so this is one of our growing edges. Please help us to i\
into this mission.

And we practice the liturgy of the Episcopal tradition. As no one has ever accused us of being perfect, it seems tt
“practicing” is the perfect word to describe what we do. And it has a double meaning. When we do liturgy, we are
practicing for our lives, aiming for a time when our lives look more like the love of God and the forgiveness of
Jesus.

On that note, finally, we include a statement of welcome. Certainly, | have always felt welcome here, and | know

that many others have as well. But we need to proclaim that. And especially as churches have chosen to divide ¢
issues such as race and homosexuality and the gender of a minister, we make the claim that we are about loving
and one another PERIOD. No exclusions necessary.

Often, when preparing for a baptism, | say, “baptism is a wonderful answer to the problems of the world, to learn t
love others” and being a part of our community can be that. We can help one another. We can love one another.
We can be God’s hands in the world. And I pray that we can endeavor to grow into this mission.

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Treasurer’s Report through 3/31/2009

We have ended the first quarter of the year with a
deficit smaller than the one contained in the budget.
Although at first blush this seems like good news, it is
partially attributable to the fact that we had begun to
slow down our payment of invoices, resulting in the
appearance of improved financial operations. The
situation has improved since last month, when the lag
in pledge income prevented us from making timely
payment on some of our larger quarterly bills
(Diocesan Assessment, priest’'s pension, property
insurance, etc.). This slow down in pledges was
attributable to two factors: (1) the budget assumed
receipt of $130,000 in pledges, as compared to the less
than $120,000 we actually received, and (2) the
monthly payment of the $120,000 in actual pledges
had been lagging expectations (it has since improved,
and we are slightly ahead of expectations for the
quarter).

Of more concern, however, is the outlook for the
remainder of 2009. The $130,000 in pledges in the
2009 budget still resulted in a reduction in programs
and services offered during 2009. Each employee
experienced a cut in hours or salary, including Father
Brad. With cuts in salaries, hours, and programs, as
well as the use of another $5,000 from the Memorial
Fund for operations, we were finally able to present to
Vestry a balanced budget for 2009, with pledges
anticipated at $130,000. With actual pledges of less
than $120,000, however, we will need to either raise
an additional $10,000 above and beyond the revenues
contained in the budget, or cut another $10,000 of
salaries, hours, programs and services. In the
meantime, we will be faced with many challenges as
we attempt to operate the church we love with less
financial resources than it takes to keep our employees
employed, to keep our church insured, warm and lit,
and to fund our music, education and outreach
programs.
