JUNEFEST!
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Where I find sustenance… Rector’s Letter, May 2010

People have sometimes described churches as places where one beggar tells another beggar where to find food.  I’ll 
confess that I do not absolutely love the imagery, but I do like it better than one person telling another person what to 
do based on his/her vision of God (though sometimes I have to confess that I do like my vision of God and want 
others to buy into it).  But I digress.  The point of this month’s Rector’s letter is: Where do I find bread...  digitally?  
Where do I find spiritual renewal and news?  After all, we are in the season of Easter, when we should be seeking 
joy and refreshment.  And we’re headed toward summer, when many of us, because of family and travel 
commitments, need to find refreshment in different sorts of ways. Here is my randomly listed list:  

1.  Dirty Sexy Ministry.  I confess, I want you to sign up to this blog.  This is a blog by one of my best friends from
seminary, Laurie Brock, a priest with an attitude, living in Louisiana.  She shares this blog with Mary, her friend, a 
priest in New Orleans. The blog can be found at  http://dirtysexyministry.blogspot.com.  The name is a play on the 
television show, Dirty Sexy Money which also featured a defrocked priest.  But the fact is, no one else writes better 
about the hard, real work of forgiveness, amends making, and the Gospel.  On their profile, they also list their 
interests as “subverting the establishment, laughing until we cry, and struggling to love as we ought.”  I love that.  

2.  Another person I read for fun and spiritual refreshment is http://beautytipsforministers.com.  This site is just 
funny!  Who else can write about how we portray ourselves in the modern world as Christians, along with 
forgiveness and openness.  This site has also been featured on NPR.  From the site:  “This is the gospel of Beauty 
Tips For Ministers: ... God has made a good gift in you, and you don’t bring an unwrapped gift to God’s party.”

3.  Of course, I still love Barbara Crafton’s www.geraniumfarm.org.   It is always a source of inspiration.  Here, you 
can find Mother Crafton’s reflections on faith, her almost daily “e-mo’s” (a play on the word “mother”), which you 
can sign up to receive in your inbox.  I have often used these for sermon inspiration.  Her material always speaks to 
me.  From her site you can link to “Father Matthew Presents.” This is a series of youtube videos on the subject of 
faith and life, done with poise, reflection, and humor (and he’s a priest in Rye).  

4.  For introductory materials to Christianity and theology (Your Rector’s approved versions, that is), look at 
www.ravenfoundation.org an organization which spreads the gospel in terms we should recognize (I hope): non-
violence, forgiveness, and care for those who have been ostracized.   Check out the blog section.  For those of you 
who read “The Wicked Truth”, it was published by this organization.  

5.  Do you have a more visual mind?  Then check out:  http://visualtheology.blogspot.com/ which uses the lectionary 
readings as inspiration for photographs.  Striking images!  

6.  Also, for the more theologically astute minded, check out a local priest’s blog, titled “In a Godward Direction”.  
The Rev. Tobias Hallar is a noted theologian and historian, and well worth the effort and time. 
http://jintoku.blogspot.com  If you are ever looking for thoughtful reflections on the changes in the Episcopal 
church, this is your site.   

Finally, for sermons, I almost always look at www.girardianlectionary.net and/or www.preachingpeace.org.  These 
probably reveal my personal take on the Gospel more than anything else.  There is good introductory materials about 
Christianity too, but I think that the real wonders of these sites is the extensive work done about our weekly readings.  
Profound!  

Do you have anything to add?  Have I left anything out?  I am always looking for new “bread”.  I hope these help 
“feed” you.

For a second year
Saturday, June 5th the Bar/Grill will remain open until 
7:00 pm. The Annual Auction/Dinner has been 
rescheduled to the Fall.
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Treasurer’s Report through 3/31/2010:

We have ended the first quarter of the year with a 
deficit smaller than the one contained in the budget.
Our expenses have been in line with (or better than) 
the amount budgeted.  Our revenue picture is 
slightly different, however.  In all but two 
categories our revenues were behind the amount 
contained in the budget.  Since this is early in the 
year, the overall amount of the shortfall is not 
significant, and hopefully this trend will reverse 
itself soon.  Pledges should definitely show better 
performance than contained in the budget, since for 
the first time in a few years we received more 
pledges than assumed in the budget.  As of 3/31, 
however, the amount received was close to $2,500 
lower than the amount pledged.  This is probably 
due to the fact that there was dreadful weather on 
several Sundays during the end of winter.  In total, 
the smaller than budgeted deficit is almost entirely 
attributable to expense management, rather than 
improved revenues.

Vestry Notes
The Bedell Grant: Estimates from two contractors for 
the renovation of the Parish Hall are expected to arrive 
in the Parish Office next week.  The estimates are
needed for presentation to St. Matthews in Bedford, 
the parish administering the grant.  St. Matthews will 
view the estimates at their May Vestry meeting and 
discuss the possible approval of the grant.

Outreach: Several new concepts for outreach were 
discussed at the April 21st, 2010 Vestry meeting.  The 
Vestry plans to participate in the following:

Bread For The World is a letter writing program 
initiated by local houses of worship.  Congregants are 
encouraged to write elected officials about issues of
concern.  This year the campaign is focusing on 
providing tax relief for middle class families.

The Industrial Areas Foundation (IAF) is funding a 
Westchester wide effort to hire community organizers 
to bring together houses of worship to discuss issues 
of the day and build relationships.  The interfaith 
communities of Croton, Ossining and Peekskill will 
be meeting in June as part of this initiative.
