Almost 2000 years ago, a small group of Jesus’ disciples gathered at 9 o’clock in the morning. Jesus had
already died, risen, and left them. There were others who joined the disciples, people who did not even spec
Aramaic. As a result, people could not understand one another. It was like a cacophonous cocktail party, ea
in the morning. Then, suddenly, the group found themselves in new territory. They found themselves able tc
speak to one another and communicate. They heard each other in their native tongues, and they felt the spir
God. In other words, the Holy Spirit and a new language, the language of Jesus’ love, had arrived. Those w
had previously been unable to even communicate and were strangers now saw themselves as a family and &
tribe.

This was the feast of Pentecost. It is the feast in which we remind ourselves that part of our task in following
Jesus is to create families where there were none.

AND, in the vein of Pentecost, | have an announcement! | am helping to create family where there previousl
was none!

Over a year ago, two of my good friends, a married lesbian couple, asked me if | would consider helping then
as a “donor” while they attempted to have children. They asked if | would | be their “baby daddy.”

At first, | was honored. Then, | was scared, and finally, | was excited. We eventually decided that we would
have a long conversation in which we each talked about what we wanted and did not want. And from that
discussion, we made an agreement.
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The agreement was this: | would get to help them. The baby would know who | am as a biological father. Tl
baby would be theirs, but | would be extended family, like an Uncle (I love the sound of “Unkie Brad” yet
another time). | would also be one of the caretakers, helping out, especially since my day off is during the
week. And most importantly, if anything happened to my friends, | would step in.

And big announcement time! The baby is due at the end of June. And it's a girl. 1 am about to be an Uncle
again and a biological baby daddy for the first time. | wanted you each to know, because you will likely see n
around town with a baby girl in the coming months.

Of course, other people have had varied reactions. Many are happy for me, which | greatly appreciate! Som
expect that | will have grief about what | have done or that it will be hard for me to step back. Others are
merely curious and have lots of questions.

But for me, the crucial point is that we are creating family. We are Pentecostal. And it strikes me that
Pentecost is a good time to announce such a blessing.

At Pentecost, we too are called to communicate in the language of love, above all else, and we are called to
create family. | pray for my family. | invite your prayers as well. And | pray for us all and we better learn how
to communicate in the Holy Spirit.

Plus, now, you can really scandalize your friends when you tell them about your priest and his family.
